the exhibit are mandatory. Compliance with these requirements must be included in the cost contained
in contractor's bid.

Parts are separate unless otherwise indicated in the Manufacturers maintenance guide or manuals.

Does VTA prefer OEM parts or "made to fit" parts?

For Bid Attachment A: Bid Form 1-B, the "Restricted Access Permit" fees are fixed amounts that the
contractor will be charged by VTA? Then the contractor is to bill that same amount back to VTA? The
same questions go for background check fees.

The Contractor will directly pay the Rail Control group the fees for permits and training costs. The
contractor will then submit an invoice to VTA for reimbursement. The background checks are
performed by a third-party vendor. The contractor will pay the vendor for the cost of the background
checks and then invoice VTA for reimbursement.

On the same Form 1-B, the RWP Safety Training Hourly Rate field has a fixed estimated employees
per year. What if we have fewer than the estimate number of employees?

The allowances act like checking accounts at your local bank. Money is withdrawn as training takes
place. If you do not use the entire allowance, then the remainders do not get used and we move on to
the next year.
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
